WOOLTON FC GUIDELINES FOR APPLICANTS APPLYING FOR A FA CRB ENHANCED DISCLOSURE

The FA requires everyone who works or volunteers in children’s football and regularly cares for, trains, supervises or is in sole charge of children to apply for a FA CRB Enhanced Disclosure.

Application Forms are available from the Club Welfare Officer.

Please read the Guidelines for Applicants carefully and talk to the CWO if anything is not clear.  The guidelines explain which sections of the form you need to fill in and the evidence you to need to show to the CWO.  Return the completed form to the CWO - the club will pay the fee.

Follow the guidelines – the only difference is:
Question 62 organisation name is Woolton FC

You should renew your disclosure every 3 years.  If you have a disclosure from another source – through work or other sports – you must still apply for a separate FA CRB disclosure.
Coaches are required to have:

· FA Coaching certificate

· FA Safeguarding Children certificate – must be renewed every 3 years by attending a 3 hour workshop

· FA Emergency First Aid certificate – must be renewed every 3 years by attending a 3 hour workshop
